From The Principalôs Desk 
Itôs amazing to think this is the fourth newsletter for the term already! As usual there are lots of good things happening around the school. 

The Grade 3 / 4ôs are still talking about the great time they had at camp. Six students who went to Sovereign Hill (Ballarat) spoke about 

the experience at our assembly last Friday and it was clear that they learned a lotðand they thought it was just a fun school camp. While 

school is going along as normal there is the constant distraction of building projects. As you will know we are awaiting details about the 

construction of a new senior building. This will consist of seven classrooms, teacher offices, toilets, computer hubs and a central Library. 

This is very exciting news for Belle Vue but there is a lot to work through. Today I met our Project Manager who did a site measure-

ment. In the very near future we should know some of the finer details around the project. I am hoping to put a link to the design of the 

new building on our webpage in the coming weeks so you can see exactly what the new building is going to look like. I will attempt to 

keep our community informed about progress mainly through the newsletter, but if you have any questions or interest feel free to call in 

or contact me to find out more. 

 

As well as getting a new senior building we have been allocated over $100,000 to refurbish the junior building. This will mean a number 

of smaller projects will be happening in the junior building this year. I hope to finalise the quotes this week, these are put onto a depart-

mental website for approval and then the money will come in and we can get started. As mentioned previously we will upgrade toilet 

facilities, carpets, students will have lockers (we will remove the hooks) and computer tables for the Grade 1 / 2 classes. We are also go-

ing to enclose the breezeway and install doors at the entry to replace the cage doors. As this funding is part of the stimulus packages it has  

to be spent quickly. All of the work in the junior building must be completed by the end of the school year. 

 

Yesterday we hosted a Principal and two visiting teachers from Napier in new Zealand. They were in Melbourne to attend a 

conference and they wanted to visit a school that had a well established approach to teacher professional learning. I am very 

pleased to say that when they made enquiries to the central office in Melbourne they recommended Belle Vue. I am also 

happy to say that they took lots of notes and copies of documents we use as part of our approach to ongoing learning for our 

staff. They were most impressed with the consistency, (we meet every week for an hour and a half) and how we get together 

as a staff to discuss best practice and to consider professional readings, participate in activities and consider better ways of 

planning and delivering the curriculum in a collaborative manner.
