 Last week I attended the Boroondara Principalôs Conference. A major focus at the conference was the collection and use of data to 

guide planning. Another focus was on professional learning in a collaborative environment. I found it quite affirming as I am confident 

we do analyse our student data particularly well and our professional learning is now a part of our weekly routines. Teachers meet 

every Wednesday after school for an hour and a half to work on the Principles of Learning and Teaching. This involves professional 

reading and sharing ideas that are based on best practice. It  often involves a lot of sharing and discussion as well as moderation be-

tween classes and grades. 

A highlight of the conference for me personally was the demonstration our Grade 6ôs were asked to do for the Footsteps Dance Com-

pany. They performed the Tango and the Ballroom Blitz which was very well received and frankly it was a very welcome inclusion in 

what was an intensive conference. I was very proud of our students who are a credit to Belle Vue! 

 

Tuesday of this week was Principal For A Day day. We were fortunate enough to have an old scholar in Michele Timms as our PFAD. 

Michele is a wonderful communicator and she spent time in classrooms and she also did some basketball clinics much to the delight of 

our students. Michele was the Captain of our Women's Olympic Basketball team, the first Australian basketball team to win an Olym-

pic medal. Michele had a long and distinguished career which took her to many parts of the world. Most recently Michele was assis-

tant coach for the Chinese Womenôs Basketball team at the last Olympic games.
