From The Principal’s Desk 
As we approach the half way point of term we are looking towards 2010. This means considerations for class 
structures, staff roles and responsibilities and placement of students. The decisions regarding which class a child 
or children are placed into is complex. Staff consider many aspects of each child before deciding which class they 
will, in our opinion be most comfortable. Every effort is made to place children with at least one or two friends 
but there are other considerations such as gender, maturity and teachers they may have had before. 
As we have approximately 200 students and nine classes we have no choice but to have some composite classes. 
A grade 2 child will receive similar attention and conditions in a 1 / 2 composite as they would in a 2 / 3 class. 
The expectations on all students are individual irrespective of which class they are in as we want all to strive to 
achieve their best. 
At this stage we haven’t finalised class structures for 2010 but if you have any concerns or issues you would like 
to bring to our attention I encourage you to do so, as once classes are set it will be unlikely that changes will be 
made. We welcome your input and will do whatever we can to meet your requests etc. but in some cases it may 
not be possible. 
 
If you have been into the school in the last few weeks you would have noticed that a lot of work has been done in 
the junior building. This week and last week has seen the painters in. This has provided some challenges for 
teachers as we try to move around the school and utilise the spaces available to us while maintaining programs. 
The breezeway has almost been completed and this has made a big difference to the entrance of that part of the 
building. We are looking forward to the work being completed which will be in a few weeks as the timeline set by 
the department is such that all work must be finished by the end of term. We are on track. 
 
Regarding the senior building…….we are still waiting to find out when that major rebuild will commence. It was 
supposed to start in October, but I expect it will be next year now. As details are available you will be updated.
